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f Message from the Vice Chancellor

region that comprises of 421 colleges spreading over 9 districts. It is marching
towards excellence by making continuous rigorous efforts to disseminate knowledge,
promote innovative research and to contribute in establishing an equitable society that
transcends knowledge beyond religion, caste, creed and nation. The University equips
the students with technical and professional knowledge and provides an environment
that encourages research, innovation and critical thinking and to prepare them to face
the challenges of life ahead.

During the last two years the university has taken some revolutionary and
remarkable steps to bring quantitative and qualitative improvement in the university.
The university has taken a giant leap ahead in the direction of digitalization of the
evaluation system. From the session 2014-15 coding system in evaluation of answer
sheets has been adopted by the university for the campus as well as for all the affiliated
colleges of the university. The previous roll numbers system had some loopholes and it
was found that more efforts were needed in the direction to bring objectivity and
transparency in the evaluation system. Keeping this in view, a solution to this problem
has been found in the form of coding system. Now each and every answer sheet is
coded before evaluation that ensures complete transparency and objectivity in the



evaluation. Cover page of answer booklets has been made OMR based to maintain
sanctity. Single answer booklet of sufficient pages (no supplementary booklet) is
provided to students. Other than this all PG courses of campus are following semester
system with continuous comprehensive evaluation. On-line examination form is
submitted for all courses in the campus as well as in the affiliated colleges. All these
steps ensure easy, quick and objective examination and evaluation system leading to
benefit the students. Some other significant steps taken by the university to help the
students are as follows.

From the session 2014-15 the university has introduced subject combination
system for undergraduate students. This system has minimized the anomalies in the
choice of subjects by students. The greatest benefit of adopting this system is the
reduced time span of examination as it has reduced the period of conducting
examination which eventually shall help in regularizing the session.

During the period of their studiesusually the students have to face many
problems in deciding whom they should approach to for solution of the troubles. Since
2014 Single Window System has been introduced in the university for Redressal of
Students’ Problems. This practice has been adopted by the university with a view to
redress all the problems of students at one place, to address the problem of students in
minimum possible time, to minimize the chances of conflict among students and
university administration, and to give satisfactory solution to the problems of students.
Another positive move for students' welfare is to begin UGC-NET Examination Centre in
Bareilly. Due to rigorous efforts of the university center for UGC-NET Examination Dec.,
2014 was given to University by UGC after a long gap of 17-18 years benefitting NET
aspirant students studying in Bareilly and nearby localities. Following UGC’s Ph. D.
regulation 2009, the university has prepared Ph.D. ordinance in 2014. Now after
approval of the Ph. D. ordinance by the Hon'ble Chancellor, the process of Ph. D. has
been started in the university. In the front of professional education, Bachelor of
Pharmacy course has been running in the university campus since 1997 and there was
great demand to start M.Pharm. programme. After the approval by AICTE and Higher
Education Department of U. P. Government recently the university introduced
M.Pharm. programme in the campus with 36 seats. To promote research in Applied
Sciences and Engineering, the top priority of the university is to make the Central
research laboratory well equipped. After installment of necessary equipment, the lab
will be open for use as a central facility for all researchers of the university campus and
affiliated colleges. It would also be available to students and researchers from other
universities as well.

Along with curricular activities the university also promotes co-curricular
activities in campus and affiliate colleges. In 2014-15 the university obtained 4 medals in
All India Inter-university tournaments, including one Gold Medal in All India Boxing



Championship in 64 Kgs. category and two Bronze Medals in All India Inter-University
Athletics. This year Four NSS volunteers (all girls) of the university participated in
Republic Day Parade 2016.

The compliance with NAAC is both mandatory as well as desirable. Keeping in
focus the significance of accreditation the University has recently presented itself for
assessment and accreditation by NAAC. The university is also taking various measures to
motivate its affiliated colleges to get accredited by NAAC.

Since long time it was felt that the university must have some medium to
propagate information regarding academic and other activities ongoing in the
university, to exhibit its achievements and to share information on various activities,
achievements of the students among the stakeholders. The university recently started
MJP RU NEWS BULLETIN to fulfill this vacuum.

To sum up, continuous efforts are being made to ensure that the university
marches ahead on the way to progress. In all academic and other fronts, it adopts
students centric approach. The university is the first in the state to declare the result of
Undergraduate and Postgraduate courses running in its affiliated colleges making it
NUMBER ONE in the State where the session is completely regular. The university is
making constant efforts towards qualitative improvement in general and professional
education.
