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"Need for creating general awareness towards hazardous effects of noise pollution.
Suitable chapters may be added in the text books which teach civic sense to the children and
youth at initial or early level of education. Special talks and lectures be organized in the
colleges/higher education institutions to highlight the menace of noise pollution including the
use of Pressure Horns, modified silencers, and loud speakers and the role of children and
younger generation in preventing it and also elucidating on the fact that use of such modified
silencers is an offence punishable under law.
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
